However, the Ministry of Health Wellness and the Environment pointed out in a post on social media that vaccines offer strong protection against COVID-19, as long as persons take all the recommended doses.

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The Ministry of Health Wellness and the Environment and the World Health Organization have said that vaccination against Covid-19 will protect individuals from severe complications of Covid -19. 
The two health entities said maximum protection for Covid-19 will not be achieved until 2 to 3 weeks after vaccination. 
It said for a two-dose vaccine, full immunity will not be archieved until after the second dose has been administered. 
The Ministry said the Covid 19 vaccine is available at health facilities across the country for person who wish to be vaccinated. 
It also said that persons who persist in incorrect or no mask use, remain unvaccinated and participate in mass gatherings will continue to be at risk for being infected and spreading COVID-19. 
REGIONALLY, Grenada's Finance and Economic Development Minister, Gregory Bowen, said the region is facing a number of challenges exacerbated by the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic. 
And, Barbados says it will from this week, be in a position to screen positive novel coronavirus cases for all variants of the virus as the authorities urged people here to get vaccinated in a bid to prevent the spread of the disease.
INTERNATIONALLY, Namibia's President said his country is facing a "dark and sombre moment" as coronavirus deaths and cases rapidly increase.
The southern African nation is currently experiencing the worst daily death rate on the continent.
Meanwhile, two people have been arrested in Uganda for giving out fake Covid-19 vaccines. One more is on the run.
It is believed that they may have injected up to 800 workers at private companies that had arranged vaccinations for their staff.
